Call to order: Finance Chair Tone called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.


Minutes of the Finance Committee Meeting of October 13, 2009: Moved by
Christianson, seconded by Carter, to approve the September 22, 2009 minutes, as
presented. Motion carried 3-0.


Claims: Moved by Carter, seconded by Christianson, to recommend Council
approve the claims as presented. Motion carried 3-0.


September 2009 Treasurer’s Report: Moved by Carter, seconded by
Christianson, to recommend Council approve the 2009 Treasurer’s Report, as
presented. Motion carried 3-0.


Communications: None.


Request to Wave Fair Board Permit Fees: Moved by Christianson, seconded by
Carter, to recommend to Council to waive the permit fees charged to the Fair
Board for construction of a new swine barn in Mandt Park. Motion carried 4-0.


Authorize Taxi Van Purchase: Moved by Christianson, seconded by Carter, to
recommend Council approve the purchase of a handicapped taxi van (2009 Dodge
Grand Caravan) from Atlas Bus Sales in Milwaukee in the amount of $34,497, as
part of an American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 Grant. Monies will
come from the capital projects fund and will be replaced with the grant monies
when received. Motion carried 4-0.


Recommend approval of RDA Redevelopment Project Area #2 as outlined in
the resolution approved at the 10-14-09 RDA meeting: Moved by Carter,
seconded by Christianson, to recommend Council approve the RDA establishment
of the boundary of Redevelopment Project Area #2 as the parcels along the north
side of West Main Street between South Prairie Street and South Page Street.
Motion carried 4-0.


Recommend Council approval of a Resolution Declaring Blight
Determination for RDA Area #2: Moved by Carter, seconded by Christianson, to
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recommend Council adopt a Resolution Declaring Redevelopment Project Area #2
a Blighted Area, as presented. This blighted area will include the parcels along
the north side of West Main Street between South Prairie Street and South Page
Street. Motion carried 4-0.


Authorize an amount not to exceed $3,000 from the Park Development Fund
for a Riverbank Restoration Grant: Moved by Carter, seconded by
Christianson, to recommend Council authorize an expenditure of not more than
$3,000 from park development funds for Vierbicher & Associates to write a
riverbank restoration grant application. Motion carried 4-0.


Recommend Approval of Nordic Ridge Development Agreement: Moved by
Christianson, seconded by Tone, to recommend Council approve the Nordic Ridge
Development Agreement, as presented. Motion carried 4-0.


Recommend Approval of Stormwater Utility Consulting Services Contract.
Moved by Christianson, seconded by Carter, to recommend Council approve a
Stormwater Utility Consulting Services Contract with Vierbicher & Associates in an
amount not to exceed $23,430 with monies to come from contingency. Motion
carried 4-0.

WHEREAS, the Common Council has examined the budget and various items
therein and finds the budget as presented and amended to date of this Resolution to
represent the income anticipated and the expenditures for the various departments by
major category as set forth therein;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council of the City of
Stoughton, Dane County, Wisconsin does approve the following:


SECTION 1. 2010 Budget Adopted.
There is hereby adopted the 2010 Budget for the City of Stoughton and


appropriated out of the receipts of the City of Stoughton for the year 2010, including
monies received from the general property tax levy, special assessments and other
sources of revenue as therein provided, for the various purposes therein specified, the
amounts set forth in said Budget presented, or attached thereto or referenced by it.


SECTION 2. Tax Levy Adopted.
There is hereby certified to the City Clerk, a general property tax levy in the


amount of $6,878,235 on all of the taxable property within the City of Stoughton for the
year 2009 for the uses and purposes set forth as expenditures in the Budget hereby
adopted.


SECTION 3. City Clerk Directed to Spread Tax on Roll.
The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to spread the tax levied herein


on the tax roll of the City of Stoughton for the year 2009.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Clerk is directed to publish this
resolution as a Class 1 Notice in the Stoughton Courier Hub.

EXHIBIT K - CONTRACT WITH PRIVATE OPERATOR:

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this **th day of November, 2009, by and
between the CITY OF STOUGHTON, a municipal corporation located in Dane County,
Wisconsin, hereinafter referred to as the CITY, and MR. RON WETHAL doing business
as Stoughton Cab Service, located in Stoughton Wisconsin, hereinafter referred to as the
Taxi Service.


WITNESSETH THAT:


WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Stoughton, Wisconsin, has duly
adopted a resolution authorizing this Agreement.


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED THAT THE TAXI SERVICE SHALL:


1. Operate taxis as recommended by the Wisconsin Department of
Transportation (hereinafter referred to as the Department) in the City of
Stoughton, and in all other respects in accordance with the provisions of the
2010 Mass Transit Operating Assistance Contract between the City and the
Department.


2. Make no changes of salaries as set forth in the 2010 application forms for
Urban Mass Transit Operating Assistance, without prior approval of the City
and the Department.


3. Make no changes in services with respect to hours during the period of
January 1, 2010, through December 31, 2010, without prior approval of the
City and the Department, excepting only such changes as might be caused by
an Act of God or other emergency beyond the control of the operator.


4. Maintain true and accurate records of all gross revenues, deprecations,
salaries, return on investments, and all operating expenses, as required by the
Department, and make books and records available to the City and subject to
audit by the Department at any time.


5. Provide such financial statements as may be required by the City or the
Department, or both.


6. Develop and maintain a true and accurate maintenance system, including
records of maintenance performed, with respect to each vehicle regularly used
under this Agreement.







7. Reimburse the City for any subsidy overpayments as determined by the
Department’s annual audit.


IT IS ALSO AGREED THAT THE CITY SHALL:


1. Review and approve monthly statements.


2. Issue a subsidy check to the Taxi Service monthly, based on the grant
provided by the Department for the period of January 1, 2010, through
December 31, 2010.


3. Accept as correct the total operating expense for the 12-month period from
January 1, 2010, through December 31, 2010, as determined after said period
by the Department.


4. Pay expenses up to $30,000 of said total grant for 2010 not paid by the
Department.

Amendment of Tax Increment District (TID) No. 4 


 


Dear Mayor Griffin: 


 


Vierbicher Associates, Inc. (Consultant) recently entered into a contract with the City of Stoughton 


(Client) to assist with the creation of TID No. 5.  Since then, the City has expressed a desire to amend TID 


No. 4.  Consultant can accomplish the TID No. 4 amendment efficiently if the amendment process is run 


concurrently with the TID No. 5 creation process, covering both processes in the same meetings.  This 


contract amendment will take the steps needed to make that happen.   


 


I.  SCOPE OF PROJECT 


 


The Client wishes to amend the Project Plan and boundary for TID No. 4.   TID No. 4 is located 


along Main Street in Downtown Stoughton, roughly bounded by Paige Street on the west and 


the railroad tracks on the east.  The Client has opportunities in this area to further assist in 


redevelopment within an amended TID No. 4 boundary.  The amendment will also establish the 


authority of the RDA to plan and implement redevelopment projects within the amended area. 


 


II. SCOPE OF SERVICES 


 


A. General 


 


Consultant will provide and coordinate all planning services necessary to prepare the TID 


Project Plan amendment and boundary amendment.  Consultant will also provide the 


Client with general consulting services regarding the Tax Incremental Finance (TIF) 


program.  All services will be in compliance with current State of Wisconsin Statutes as 


they pertain to the TIF program.  The amendment process will be on the same schedule 


as the TID No. 5 creation process and the same meetings will be used to accomplish 


both objectives.  In addition, a redevelopment district will be established and the TID No. 


4 plan amendment will meet the standards for a redevelopment plan under 66.1333. 
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B. Specific Services Provided by Consultant 


 


1. Develop a TID boundary amendment configuration that meets the Client’s development 


objectives and the statutory requirements for TID boundaries. 


 


2. Assemble and review data relevant to the TIF program and make determination 


regarding conformance with TIF regulations.   


 


3. Prepare and coordinate publishing of all notices and agendas for Public Meetings and a 


Public Hearing at the Redevelopment Authority (RDA) level. 


   


4. Coordinate with the Client, Technical College, School District, and County to convene 


the Joint Review Board to elect a chairperson, secretary, select the public member, and 


review the proposal to amend the TID. 


 


5. Develop a draft boundary amendment map and project plan amendment and review 


said boundary and project plan amendments with the RDA.  Project plan amendment 


shall include: 


 


a. Statement of the type, number, and location of the proposed public works or 


improvements within the amendment area. 


 


b. Economic feasibility study. 


 


c. Detailed list of estimated project costs. 


 


d. Description of finance methods and when costs or monetary obligations will be 


incurred. 


 


e. Map showing existing uses of real property. 


 


f. Map showing proposed improvements and uses. 


 


g. Proposed changes in zoning ordinances. 


 


h. Comparison of program to the master plan, map, building codes, and local 


ordinances. 


 


i. List of estimated non-project costs. 


 


j. Statement of a proposed method for the relocation of any displaced persons. 


 


k. Statement indicating how amendment of the TID promotes the orderly 


development of the community. 


 


l. Metes and bounds boundary description of the TID boundary amendment. 
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6. Present the draft TID project plan amendment at a public hearing held by the RDA to 


consider the proposed boundary and project plan amendments. 


 


7. Prepare final project plan and map amendments as recommended by the RDA. 


 


8. Prepare adoption resolution and required findings.  Submit recommended proposal to 


the City Council. 


 


9. Present proposed TID amendment to the City Council. 


 


10. Meet with the Joint Review Board to obtain their final decision regarding amendment of 


the TID. 


 


11. Submit a copy of the project plan and boundary amendment and legal notices to the 


Department of Revenue. 


 


12. Submit two (2) final copies of the final project plan to the Client, along with an electronic 


copy suitable for reproduction. 


 


13. Coordinate with the Client and Client’s Assessor to prepare and submit the Base Year 


Package to the Department of Revenue.  Client and client’s assessor are responsible for 


filling out the base-year packet. 


 


IV. SCHEDULE 


 


Consultant anticipates completing the TID amendment in concert with the City’s creation of TID 


No. 5.  It is assumed that all meetings for amendment of TID No. 4, including Redevelopment 


Authority meetings and the public hearing, Joint Review Board meetings, and City Council 


meetings, will be held at the same time as TID No. 5 meetings.   


 


V. DESIGNATION OF RESPONSIBLE PARTIES 


 


The designated responsible parties representing the Client and Consultant respectively shall 


have authority to transmit instructions, receive information, and render decisions relative to the 


project on behalf of each respective party. 


 


Overall coordination and project supervision for Consultant is the responsibility of Gary Becker, 


Project Manager.  He, along with other personnel, will provide the services required for the 


various aspects of the project.  Please direct all communications that have a substantive impact 


on the project to Gary. 


 


The Client designates __________________________________ as its representative.  Consultant will 


direct all communications that have a substantive impact on the project to that individual. 


 


VI. FEES 


 


The fixed fee to provide the services described herein is $3,500.  All charges under this 


Agreement are eligible to be paid by TID No. 4.  As mentioned in Section IV, it is assumed that TID 
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No. 4 amendment meetings will be held at the same time as TID No. 5 meetings.  Should the TID 


No. 4 amendment process be separated from the TID No. 5 creation process, additional costs 


will be incurred.  Consultant will charge the additional costs on a time and expense basis should 


the processes be separated.   


 


The fee estimate assumes that a TID amendment is produced and does not require a formal 


blight determination study.  Mailing of any public hearing notices to property owners will be 


undertaken by City staff, if necessary.
