DANE COUNTY REHABILITATION PROGRAM

The Dane County Rehabilitation Program is a non-interest bearing, deferred-payment loan
program available through Project Home. A mortgage will be signed and filed to secure the re-
payment of the loan when your home is sold or is no longer your main residence.

Major Home Repairs and include roofing, siding, HVAC, plumbing, electrical and accessibility
modifications. The home must be brought up to code’at the completion of the renovations.

Charge to Customers: A non-interest bearing loan, which is to be repaid upon sale of the home.

e Your loan to value ratio cannot be over 95%. In other words, if you owe over 95% of the value of your
home, you probably don’t qualify for the DCRP.
