The homeowners, residents and tree companies have been asked to watch
for it in other trees and to report it. At this time Nelson is going to burlap and tape the tree to trap the
bugs. There was some found on Hamilton Street too. There should be more public awareness about
this and also Japanese Beetles and Linden trees. Currently Lake Kegonsa is being sprayed.
